Dynamics of Anger
In counseling, we subtly ask “If God is so great, why did this happen to me?  Does God have favorites and I’m not one of them?”

CAUSES OF ANGER
· Feeling of personal pain (v. 1)

Soul vexed within her. Elisha/woman


In church – not survive another service, but God will have His way.


Moses’ anger later in the chapter grew out of context perhaps or this personal pain


Health problems


Situation broken relationship

· Feeling of people pressure (v. 2-5)

Chode (Screaming at Moses)


Decision not understood


Tongue gets going


Person – point of hindrance


Trying to move forward as people of God

COUNTENANCE OF ANGER
· Shown in sarcasm – words that cut, idea of cutting the flesh  (v. 10)

Hear now ye rebels

Character ? not character ?


Add here gossip, start rumor; change, make mountain – make out of molehill, just 
add dust.
· Shown in self-centeredness


Must we fetch water out of rock?


Maybe he should have had better devotions


v. 6 – fell on face glory of Lord appeared

· not devotions – how are we going to handle it?

We have been inconvenienced


Shown in striking out

Moses smote the rock twice


?? – What do we remember?

CALAMITY OF ANGER
· Diversion of God’s plan – God’s plan speak, Moses strike.
· Destroyed God’s picture

Cloud, pillar of fire, the ? traveled with these


Christ once smitten – now come in prayer

· Denial of God’s prize v. 12

What has our anger cost us?  

Costs usually in relationships – children, fellowship

I Face (It)

· Repression – keep under cover, stay phony

· Suppression – go to person, pretends okay

· Expression – keep blasting

· Confession – God’s way

God Focus
Is in control.

Is conscious.  He knows my need.

Is concerned.  He is concerned personally about me.
